In the early decades of the 21 century, there is a decreased
likelihood that young people will claim affiliation within the Christian churches, a trend
that has caused great apprehension within these churches. Rather than responding in
fear, this panel sought to address these issues more openly and holistically by posing
questions such as: What does it mean for young people to be at the borders of our
churches? What are our hopes for them? How does this impact ministry and catechesis?
